The programme must have been produced in the last 12 months before
submission.

The programme must be either in English or in any other language with English
subtitles. For radio programmes in another language, please provide an English
transcript.

= Each producer/organisation can submit up to one entry per topic.

= Programmes must be submitted in DVD format.

= 2 DVDs are requested for each programme submitted.
